Supervisor Houghtling stated that six weeks goes to the beginning of December, we have a
meeting on December 8, do you think if we extend the contract until December 9th that
would be good.

why don’t we set it to seventy-two hours after our December meeting?
Supervisor Houghtling stated why don’t we set it until Friday, December 11tk
Councilmember Newton asked Billy if that works?

Billy Banker responded that he could try like crazy, this is not normal for him. There are
shortages in the supply chains as well. He stated that he doesn’t like the fact that this job is
dragging on like it is.
