invitations have been sent out to other CAC’s in the county.

Update on Hazard Mitigation Plan: The New Lebanon CSC & CAC will work together to assist
Columbia County in a draft plan

Other business: Shaker Swamp — meeting pending with Darrow School to discuss preservation
options.
