CAC:
Drinking Water Source Protection Plan (DWSP2) - The CAC restarted FREE testing for 2025. Testing is 100% voluntary by residents.  We are interested in information on anything concerning residents, like things that have been buried or dumped uphill/upstream from their wells. Committee members are also exploring funding options in order for the Town toi keep testing. Please reach out to nlcac.munves@gmail.com to get on the water testing list 

Joint BEDC and Conservation Advisory Council Wastewater Feasibility Study - The joint BEDC and CAC committee on Wastewater and Muni water sent out surveys to dozens of businesses and residences along Rte 20-22 and side streets. This is for important information gathering for all property owners and renters to assess more in depth concerns on water issues and septic issues along the business corridor, as well as up to the HS and Shaker and Darrow Roads.  For the study, Lamont Engineers will assess survey results as well as calibrate water test results to get a better picture of water quality and concerns. The engineers have been perc testing in a variety of places as well for the feasibility study that is in progress.

Trees for Tribs - Town Board Park Liason Joanne Amlaw is working with CAC volunteers and are looking for more folks to help in the park this year. We are working with Ms. Amlaw who brought Tree specialist Joe Dwileski to look at the park and make recommendations for replanting many of the plants as well as ongoing maintenance and staking.  Based on Joe's recommendations, we have a proposal for the Town Board and residents that we all believe will make the park look more beautiful and welcoming and make residents happier with the project. There is a separate memo on this potential project in this month's agenda items as well.

HVAHC Pilot Project - The CAC is very excited to be working with the team, including residents and other Town committee members and the Housing experts, created for this project.  It is such a benefit to have conservation considerations at the top of any housing project/s planning. We look forward to the public meeting.  There has been some misinformation on social media about this project and there will NEVER be any land that is in conservation that will be used for building housing. This project is totally focused on New Lebanon's needs, looking at housing and conservation together.

Program for Summer Campers -- The CAC will once again be sponsoring a "Birds of Prey" program for the Summer Campers! Stay tuned for details.

Open Space Inventory and DWSP2 Development for Town Website - The CAC is starting to work on creating user-friendly versions of both the OSI and DWSP2 for residents; these will focus more on the maps in these reports.  Once we figure out the best way to do this we will tackle getting the NRCP formatted as well.

Our recycling efforts will be extended to include battery and plastic collection boxes at the Community Center. Residents will be able to drop used batteries and plastic bags when the Community Center is open.

The solar panels and battery backups at the Community Center are all installed. We are waiting for NYSEG to schedule installing a new transformer.

Zoning Re-write Committee Update
1. 2025 Zoning Proposals - a public hearing will be conducted on May 13. It is expected that your Board will adopt the local law at its meeting
2. Telecommunications - an introductory local law will be considered at the May 13 meeting. At the suggestion of a resident and at the direction of your Board, the ZRC took another look at including indemnification language back into the draft. It is included in the introductory local law before you. Please note that this indemnification provision applies only to installations located on Town property or rights of way. This is the language of the current code and is what several other towns use. 
3. Comprehensive Plan -  three residents expressed interest in joining the CP committee. Rather than use an interview process, the three residents will be invited to participate in the ZRC's May 19 meeting to see if the committee and the individuals determine this is the right fit. Recommendations will be made to your Board at your June meeting. 
4. Mt. Lebanon Historic District - the subcommittee will be making an interim report to your Board at the May 13 meeting.
